Greetings Residents,

The new California state mandate SB 1383 applies to all persons and entities that generate
organic material such as food scraps and plant trimmings. Everyone is required to divert their
organic material from the garbage into a green/organics cart, which is now on site as part of
your garbage service. Please look over the provided informational flyers explaining the state
mandate and how to sort and dispose of different types of waste.

The Integrated Waste Management Authority (IWMA) provides free kitchen food waste
containers for residents, available either at your Management Office on site or at our SLO office
at 870 Osos Street.
The following organic materials are to be placed in the green cart:

e All food waste, including bones and shells

e Food soiled paper towels and napkins

e Yard/plant waste

e Craft brown paper bags, newspaper or other plain uncoated paper used to line green

waste containers or carts

Items NOT allowed in the green cart:
e NO plastic liners/bags or packaging, including compostable bags
e NO paper, bamboo or other commercially compostable food containers, tableware or
flatware with plastic, waxy or shiny coating of any kind (including paper coffee cups)
e NO liquids
e NO plastic, Styrofoam, glass, or metal items

Where does your organic waste go? Most of the organic waste collected in our county goes to
the Kompogas Anaerobic Biodigester in San Luis Obispo, where electricity is produced from
captured methane, as well as compost soil and liquid fertilizer biproduct. You can find more

As a reminder, a blue recycle receptacle can be found on site. Our local recycling facility has
requested that NO PLASTIC BAGS or FILM of any kind go into the recycling. Please dispose of
your recyclable items (all rigid plastic, glass, cans, paper and flattened cardboard) directly into
the blue bin with NO bags.

Todas las personas estan obligadas a
desviar los materiales organicos de la basura y depositar en el contenedor verde/de organicos.
Los archivos adjuntos son folletos sobre la ley SB 1383 y un diagrama que le ayudara a
identificar en que contenedor depositar los diferentes tipos de desperdicios.

Integrated Waste Management Authority (IWMA) proporciona contenedores para los restos de
comida para los residentes interesados sin consto alguno. Estan disponibles en la oficina de su
apartamento o en nuestra oficina, 870 Osos Street en San Luis Obispo.
Los desechos organicos que pertenecen en el contenedor verde son los siguientes:

e Desperdicios de comida, incluyendo huesos y conchas

e Servilletas de papel usadas con comida

e Restos de poda

e Bolsas de papel usadas con restos de comida

Articulos que NO son permitidos en el contenedor verde:
e NO bolsas de plastico o plastico de empacar, incluyendo plastico compostable
e NO contenedores de papel para comida que contenga plastico, cera o capa brillosa
(incluyendo vasos de papel para café)
e NO liquidos
e NO plasticos, poliestireno, vidrio, o metales

¢A dénde va el material organico? La mayoria de los desechos organicos que salen de nuestro
condado van al nuevo Kompogas Biodigestor Anaerdbico, donde se produce electricidad, tierra
de compost, y fertilizante en liquido.
